Full Falmouth Segment (3.8 Miles, RUAC Recommended). The entire trail in Falmouth is on the unused and
state-owned Berlin Subdivision rail corridor. A key feature of this segment is a picturesque bridge over the
Presumpscot River. A recent MaineDOT Rail Use Advisory Committee (RUAC) recommended interim trail
use of the entire corridor through Falmouth. Final trail authorization is pending legislative approval.
